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What makes a grown man run away to sea?  The Southern Ocean can be a terrible place - wild, storm-ridden, unforgiving - but crossing it under sail offers one of the world's last great adventures.

Plenty of people dream of sailing to the ends of the earth: Theo Dorgan has done it.

Starting in Tierra del Fuego, Theo's journey takes him and his companions down to the awe-inspiring landmark of Cape Horn, on to the Falklands/Malvinas and across the trackless wastes, via Tristan da Cunha, the most isolated yet inhabited island in the world, to Cape Town and journey's end.

For Theo Dorgan himself, this is a journey that touches on a poignant episode in his family history: his great grandmother died in childbirth at Cape Horn, and her bones were laid to rest, in a sea burial, in those deep cold waters. 

Time on the Ocean is an enthralling travel narrative, and it is also a profound meditation on family, good fortune, time, companionship, danger and courage. There are storms, hairy moments, and the dynamics of nine men and two women living at very close quarters below decks.

Theo Dorgan's previous book detailing a sea journey, Sailing for Home, is already recognised as a classic. 
Theo Dorgan was born in Cork but has made his home in Dublin for many years.  Poet, editor, broadcaster, translator and prose writer, he has also written scripts for film documentaries and worked as a presenter of literature programmes on radio and television for over twenty-five years. He is the 2010 recipient of the Lawrence O’Shaughnessy Prize for Irish Poetry (USA). Formerly Director of Poetry Ireland/Éigse Éireann and a member of The Arts Council/An Chomhairle Ealaíon, Theo Dorgan is a member of Aosdána.
